meat with bones when compared to roasting the
same size of meat without bones.

e Each centimeter of meat thickness requires ap-
proximately 4 to 5 minutes of cooking time.

e Let meat rest in the oven for about 10 minutes
after the cooking time is over. The juice is better
distributed all over the roast and does not run out
when the meat is cut.

e Fish should be placed on the middle or lower
rack in a heat-resistant plate.
